HAVE YOUR SAY ON 
NEW CONSTITUENCY 
BOUNDARY CHANGES

The 2013 Review of Parliamentary constituency 
boundaries will introduce substantial changes. 
It will reduce the number of constituencies in 
England from 533 to 502 and make sure that each 
constituency has a similar number of registered 
electors.
The changes including moving the Worth Valley 
into the Calder Valley constituency, have left many 
people angry. 

Keighley MP Kris Hopkins said: “Like many of 
my colleagues across the parties and across 
the country, I was somewhat bemused by 
many of the decisions taken by the Boundary 
Commission which is, of course, independent from 
Government.

“As someone who grew up in the Worth Valley 
and cut my political teeth there, I find it illogical for 
it to be lumped in with Calder Valley.

“Worth Valley residents have no particular affinity 
with Calder Valley and certainly feel much more 
closely identified with Keighley. This reality 
has already been reinforced by a number of 
constituents who have come to see me to voice 
their strong disapproval.

“I would therefore ask residents in the Worth 
Valley and elsewhere in Keighley and Ilkley 
to make their feelings known by making a 
submission to the formal consultation exercise.”

A unique community site is proving a global hit.
Keighley Kicks – http://keighleykicks.blogspot.
com – is devoted to football in the Keighley area 
and covers all levels of the game, from Silsden 
in the North West Counties League to youth 
football, as well as Sunday leagues and women's 
football.
It was set up by Haworth-based journalist Steve 
Penny at the end of June and has already had 
more than 6,000 unique users and 26,000 page 
views, with more than 660 Facebook friends 
already registered.
Although the vast majority of visitors to the site 
have come from the UK, many are from as far 
afi eld as Australia, Brazil and India with visi-
tors from more than 50 other countries already 
recorded.
Mr Penny, 47, who has worked for the Yorkshire 
Post, Telegraph & Argus and the Non-League Pa-
per, said: "I enjoy following lower level football 
and decided to expand my 'hobby' online. "I've 

only recently moved to the area and noticed that, 
although there seemed to be a lot of football 
activity going on, it was hard to fi nd out easily 
from one source.
"So I started the blog as a hub, giving a central 
point for anyone to fi nd out more about all the 
area's clubs."
The site includes web links to about 50 teams and 
leagues with more than 400 stories and reports. 
There are also links to other media outlets, sites of 
general Keighley interest and even a weather fore-
cast, plus an archive of pictures taken by David 
Brett, Mr Penny and clubs' own photographers.
"I have been overwhelmed by the response with 
more than 20 local clubs now actively involved in 
keeping Keighley Kicks up to date with all that's 
happening on the local scene," said Mr Penny. As 
well as pictures, features and match previews and 
reports, the site carries daily news updates and, 
regularly includes half-time updates.
"Wherever I have been, club offi cials and players 

are keen to get involved," said Mr Penny. "They 
keep the site updated with a mixture of emails, 
texts, Facebook and Twitter messages plus phone 
calls.
"I am still short of updaters from some clubs, espe-
cially in the Wharfedale Triangle Sunday League 
and Craven League and am always looking for 
more budding reporters to come on board. Basic 
training can be given."
